e.g. My sisters’ names: Ruby, Susan and Sally.

clauses which begin with who, which, when, where, whose or that
e.g. The boy, who was very young, was crying.

a word used to connect clauses or sentences e.g. when, before,
after, while, so, because.

a word that takes the place of a noun e.g. it, he, she
